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Moving Re:discovery Version 6.3 to Another Computer 

These instructions guide you through moving your version 6.x program and data files from an old computer to a new computer or from a stand-alone computer to a network server.  Follow these instructions to ensure that the program is properly installed on the new computer, and that all data files are moved correctly.

The process requires some knowledge of Windows Explorer.  If you are not familiar with Windows Explorer, ask your computer specialist for help.  Please contact Re:discovery Software if you need assistance or have questions while moving the program.

Getting Started:

a.  What version of Re:discovery is on the "old" machine (6.3, 6.2 or 2.x)?  The Login and Main Menu screens show this.  

· If you are still using the 6.2x or 2.x versions, please contact Re:discovery for instructions.

b.  Are both the old and new machines on a network?  

· If they are you will want to use the network to transfer files. 

· If you are not on a network, will you be using a CD or Zip drive to get the data off the old machine?  Remember that the same equipment needs to be available on both computers or through the network.

1. Install Re:discovery on the new computer.

Use the original installation CD.  Refer to the Installing Version 6.3 instructions that were provided originally.

2.  Move the vrediscov folder. 

If you are using the network to transfer the files, you might be able to simply move the \VREDISCOV\ folder itself.
· To copy the vrediscov folder straight across the network:

· Copy the vrediscov folder to the drive where the new vrediscov program was installed.  Do not put the folder into the existing /vrediscov/ folder.  For example: if the new vrediscov is installed on the R: drive, you will copy the files to the R: drive not the R:\vrediscov folder.  Proceed to Step 3.
· Some institutions need to zip the folder before moving it because it is either too large or they must use a CD or zip disk instead of the network.  To create a zipped copy of the \VREDISCOV\ folder: 
· From the Re:discovery Main Menu, click the Utilities button, and choose Data Backup Control.  Choose the "#9 Full Directory Backup" and click Start Backup button.  

· The "Select Data Directory" window will already have the VREDISCOV folder highlighted, so just click Select.  

· In the "Select Backup File Directory" you can choose the default folder selection of Backup.  (It may start an analysis; we recommend that you let it run.)

· Use Windows Explorer (or your CD writing software) to move the VREDISCOV.ZIP file from the \VREDISCOV\BACKUP\ folder to the other network drive, CD or zip drive.

· When you unzip VREDISCOV.ZIP file onto the new machine, unzip it to the drive where the new vrediscov program was installed, not to the existing /VREDISCOV/ folder.  For example: If vrediscov is installed on the R: drive, The Unzip To target would be "R:\ " (without the quotes), not R:\VREDISCOV. 

* NOTE for large data folders: Your data and most of the program files live in the vrediscov folder, but some users find they cannot move the entire vrediscov folder at once because of network or hardware limitations.  The last section of this document has instructions if you have to move the data folders individually instead of the whole program.  
This is an excellent opportunity to create a backup of your data.  Even if you are able to simply copy the program across the network, you may want to follow the instructions for creating a zipped backup file.  Then copy the \vrediscov\backup\VREDISCOV.ZIP file onto a zip disk, CD, or other media.  
3.  Images.  

If your image files are stored within the vrediscov folder, then you have already moved them.  However, if they live on the old machine, you will need to move them as well.  Keep them in the "same place" as on the old machine.  For example: if they were in a c:\images folder, then put the images folder onto the new c:\ drive, not into Re:discovery or a folder with a different name.

4.  Network setup.

If you moved the system to a new server, make sure it is shared the same way.  Existing Re:discovery workstation installations will not need to be redone as long as all the workstation computers are mapped using the same drive letter as before.  Otherwise, redo each workstation setup to match the new configuration.  Use Version 6.3 Workstation Installation instructions that were provided originally.  

5.  ** Start the program and check for your data. **  

The museum curator should review the new installation to ensure that all data is accounted for.  Look at your catalog and accession records, zoom images, and view any custom databases.   After you are confident that the data and program were moved successfully, we recommend that you write a backup of the program from the old computer onto a CD or other backup media, and then you can remove the program from the old computer. 

Alternate steps to use when moving individual data

directories rather than the entire program.

Alt 2a. Create data directories on the new computer.

Note the existing data directories on the old computer, for example, HISTORY, ART, ARCHIVES, or ITARCHIVES.  On the new computer, start the program and create equivalent directories.  If you have questions about which directories are the data directories, please contact Re:discovery Technical Support.

Alt 2b. Copy the data files from the old computer to the new computer.

Copy key subfolders from VREDISCOV on the old computer, and paste them into VREDISCOV on the new computer:

Dbf (system files)

Any existing data directory folders (data)

Global (image information and public search)

Custom (system files)

Fxp.win\ (program files)

Check the list of directories in the Collections Management, Archives, Archaeology, and Slides modules of your version 6.3 system and make note of the file names used.  These names will correspond to folder names under VREDISCOV when viewed in Windows Explorer.

Alt 3-5.
Your data and custom program files have now been moved to the new computer.  Return to Step 3 above and continue through the process.   Step 5, checking for all your data, is especially important in this scenario.
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
